A naive reader such as myself has trouble in reconciling the statements about INQUIRE in7

9.8.1.18,24,25,28,29,30 versus those in 9.5.4.4.3.  The 9.8.1.x sections say that INQUIRE returns the8

values "in effect".  Section 9.5.4.4.3, in particular note 9.44, says that io_mode has the "current"9

values (which sounds like the ones"in effect" to me), and that INQUIRE returns the values from the10

most recent OPEN (or the default).11

Analysis12

The intent of the INQUIRE statement in all cases is to return the value of the connection modes13

(a.k.a. properties) at the time that the INQUIRE statement is executed.  Therefore, the rules in14

9.8.1 should hold in all cases.15

Note 9.44 in 00-007r3 is note 9.45 in 01-007.16
